9-10 MUSIC9-10 MUSIC

This semester, the 9-10 music students studied blues music. They explored the

history of the blues, its cultural and

societal significance, and how its sound evolved over time. They also learned

about the specific compositional

components present in blues music: 12-measure length, I-IV-V chord

progression, the blues scale, and A-A-B melody

scheme. Additionally, the students discovered how blues music influenced

contemporary rock/pop music. The

resulting compositions (“Teary Goodbyes,” “Villain’s Ballad,” “lovE mE, hurt

mE”) are not necessarily blues pieces

in that they sound like blues pieces; instead, they incorporate the compositional

components of blues music, but

present themselves in a different stylistic manner.

When it comes to composing music collaboratively, an approach we used to

begin the process is to keep things

simple and repetitive. This tends to allow ideas to flow more easily and for a

sense of ensemble to be established

right from the beginning. In their second compositions (“Fire on Ice,” “Whispers

of Desire,” “Oliver 2-Part”), the

students were challenged to use only two sections in order to focus on

orchestration and expression.

11-12 MUSIC11-12 MUSIC

This semester, the 11-12 Music students studied meter and time

signatures. We covered the basics like 4/4 and

6/8 time signatures, but also explored the exciting worlds of

irregular meter (for example 5/4 and 11/8) and metric

modulations (changing time signatures within a piece of music). The

students were tasked with creating a piece of

music that has at least three different time signatures, with at least

one of them being irregular. The results of this

project are “A Tension,” “Blue Iris,” and “Master of None.”

With the other three pieces (“In Reverse,” “I Told You Once,”

“Whatchu Need?”) the students had more

compositional freedom. They studied the harmonic devices of

secondary dominant and secondary leading tone

chords to make their chord progressions a bit more dynamic.

Beyond having to include secondary dominant chords

in their progressions, the students were able to compose as they

wished. The goal was to create sophisticated,

complex music while establishing a cohesive structure.
